Applicants are asked to do the following in addition to returning the completed application form:

1. Arrange to have three letters of reference sent from legal residents of your community, one of which must be from your instructor or school administrator.
2. Attach a transcript of your high school record or arrange to have it sent.

3. Have the results of the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) and/or the American College Testing Program (ACT) test sent to my office.  The SAT code number is 1701 and the ACT code number is 7758.
4. Enclose three black and white photographs with a glossy finish that are suitable for newspaper reproduction, 3 ½” by 5” or larger.  They need not be professional shots.

Candidates for appointment to an Academy will be required to have a comprehensive medical exam at an official military examination center at a later time.

High school guidance counselors have a great deal of information concerning available dates, locations, and times to take the SAT and ACT.  Additional information concerning the SAT is made available by contacting the College Entrance Examination Board in Princeton, New Jersey, while information pertaining to the ACT will be found with the American College Testing Program in Iowa City, Iowa.

Based on the various items submitted, Congressman Sensenbrenner will refer the names of all qualified candidates to members of the Fifth Congressional District’s Selection Committee who will interview and evaluate applicants and recommend the best qualified individuals for nomination to the Academies.

Upon receipt of the Committee’s recommendations, Congressman Sensenbrenner will designate nominees for the openings available to him for the classes entering the Academies in the summer of 2008.  Nominations will be made December 31, 2007.

The Air Force, Military, and Naval Academies will then conduct final nominations after the Congressional nominations are submitted.  In the case of the Merchant Marine Academy, the Congressional nominees compete on a nationwide basis.  All the nominees from the State of Wisconsin are in competition for the six vacancies allotted to our state.

Final examinations and appointments are entirely under the control of the Academies.  They will select the candidates who are considered to be the most qualified to meet all entry requirements.  Appointees are usually notified by mid-April, following final evaluations.  They will then enter their respective Academies in July.
