In response to the severe weather outbreak in Southeastern Wisconsin this past weekend, Milwaukee and Waukesha Counties have opened up disaster assistance hotlines so residents may report flood related damages.

Those calling from Milwaukee County are asked to provide their name, phone number, address, type of damage experienced, an estimated cost of damages, and an estimated percentage of damages covered by insurance.
